Payment Schedule and Fees

A non-refundable, non-transferable deposit of $50 is required at registration for each
child per week. The balance must be paid two weeks before child starts camp in order to
attend our summer day camp.

Registration

Summer Discount Program

We offer the following discount programs:

* 10% discount — must register by March 31, 2012 and pay the camp fee in full.

* 5% discount — must register by March 31, 2012 and pay 50% of the fee.

e 2012 Family discount —The first oldest child’s camp fee is regular price, and each
additional sibling will receive a 40% discount. The family discount does NOT apply
to Arts Camps.

Campers must register a minimum of 2 weeks to receive any discounts

Fees/Limited Refunds

* Deposits and Camp fees are non-transferable and non-refundable after May 1st.

 There will be no pro-rating or reduction of fees based on missed days due to illness
shorter than 5 days, or due to inclement weather.

* Medical refund requests must have a doctor’s note within 5 days of the illness.
